1.0          Policy Planning Guidance 22

Official  Planning guidance Note No. 22, which deals with Renewable Energy of all types, devotes no less than 10% of its content to the noise from wind turbines.    

Whilst the Government is keen to support renewable energy in all forms, including wind turbines, it nevertheless has a responsibility for protecting residential amenity.    I do not have to tell you that the Government does not allocate 10% of an important planning document to the noise of wind turbines because such devices are quiet.

2.0          “The Assessment and Rating of Noise from Wind Farms”

This 153 page document was published by the DTI last year.    (DTI: UK's Department of Trade and Industry)

Currently the DTI spends more on researching the noise from wind turbines than the DOE  (now DETR)  spends on all other environmental noise matters.

If wind turbines are not noisy, all this DTI activity has the appearance of the flagrant misuse of taxpayers’ money.”
